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Enhypen (엔하이픈)(エンハイプン) is a 
South Korean boy band formed by Belift Lab. 
The group was formed through the 2020 
survival competition show I–Land. The group 
consists of seven members: Heeseung, Jay, 
Jake, Sunghoon, Sunoo, Jungwon, and Ni–Ki. 
They debuted on November 30, 2020, with 
the extended play (EP) Border: Day One.

The name Enhypen was introduced during the 
live broadcast of the final episode of I–Land. 
Etymologically, the group derives their name 
from the hyphen symbol (–), representing 
"Connection, Discovery, & Growth". Similar to 
how a hyphen connects different words to 
create new meanings, Enhypen aims "to come 
together to connect, discover and grow 
together to form a new act".

Ahead of their debut, the group accumulated 
over one million followers on social media 
platforms TikTok, X, YouTube, Instagram,
and V Live. On November 4, Border: Day One 
was announced to have amassed over 
150,000 pre–orders within two days, 
surpassing 300,000 copies by November 21.

On December 4, Enhypen officially made their 
live debut on KBS' Music Bank, performing 
"Given–Taken". Border: Day One charted at 
number 39 on the Japanese Oricon 2020 
Yearly Album Chart and at number two on the 
South Korean Gaon Album Chart, having sold 
318,528 copies in one day domestically and 
becoming the highest–selling album by a 
K–pop group that debuted in 2020.

Their second extended play, Border: Carnival, 
was announced on April 5 in conjunction with 
lead single "Drunk–Dazed". On April 8, it was 
announced that EP pre–orders had surpassed 
370,000 copies in three days.

Following the release of Dimension: Dilemma 
on October 12, the album placed first on the 
Oricon Album Chart in Japan and Gaon 
Album Chart in Korea. On October 25, 
Dimension: Dilemma debuted at number 11 on 
the Billboard 200, surpassing their previous 
peak with Border: Carnival.

It was announced on January 20 that the 
group set a record for the most entries on 
Billboard's Hot Trending Songs Weekly, with 
six songs. On June 14, Belift announced that 
Enhypen would be releasing their third 
extended play, Manifesto: Day 1. The EP 
became their second million–selling album and 
made them the fastest K–pop group to achieve 
two such albums.

On October 15, Belift announced that Enhypen 
would be releasing their fifth extended play, 
Orange Blood after Dark Blood. Enhypens 
second studio album Romance: Untold was 
released on July 12, 2024.

He has developed some experience with 
both songwriting and song composing by 
collabrating with the other members on EPs 
and albums. He was the first member to 
receive producer credit within the group.

Music interests expand from R&B to
Indie with specific artists like BTS and 
MiSO mentioned. From having a funny 
personality to being a perfectionist 
Heeseung always desires to be a big 
brother for his other members and does  
what’s best for the group and
Engenes (fandom name).

Heeseung, along with Jay, are now 
ambassadors of Pomellato (an Italian 
jewelry brand) as of March 2024 and
the entire group of Enhypen have became 
ambassadors for Prada in June 2023.
